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Getting Started with SLS OMERO
Introduction

The School of Life Sciences has an OMERO server called Nightshade that allows you to store image data centrally. You can use the OMERO.insight client to upload, view and download data from any computer or laptop on or off-campus.

Your SLS username and password are used to log into the OMERO server, using the URLs given below. Your OMERO account is automatically created the first time you log in, and if you change your SLS password, OMERO will automatically reflect this.
Installing OMERO.insight
For Windows machines, or Apple Macs where the user has administrative privileges, follow the instructions for downloading and installing in steps 1 and 2 below.

For Apple Mac machines with the standard SLS disc image, where users do not have administrative privileges, use the Self Service app to download OMERO as described in step 3.

Appliance to install your own version locally.
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o OMERO.web is part of the server package, so individual users do not need to install it locally.

Open the **Self Service.app** in the Applications folder.

Select the **Scientific** section from the menu on the right.

Click the **Install** button for OMERO.

Enter the server address:

Click on **Apply**. 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3

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Joining Groups
When you log into OMERO for the first time, you will be in a "default" group, My Data, which is Private, so only you can see data you place in that group.  Being a member of a read-only or read-annotate group in OMERO allows you to share data with other members of the group.
Your lab or PI may have a group you wish to use for collaborating with colleagues. Ask your PI to add you to their group or send an email, giving the names of the groups to which you wish to be added, to the Nightshade Administrator at:

Click on the **Importer** icon.

Specify a location for saving imported data:
- select a group if you are a member of more than one

- a new project and/or dataset can be created

- an existing project and/or dataset can be selected from the drop-downs

- a new dataset can be automatically created from the source folder

- click **Add to the Queue.**

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Using OMERO.web

OMERO.web allows you to view your data from any web browser with the URL:
**nightshade.openmicroscopy.org**
You do not have to enter a server name.

OMERO.web uses the same login, and has the same functionality, as OMERO.insight, except OMERO.web cannot import data or create new Regions of Interest (ROIs).

Note:	As OMERO.insight is a stand-alone Java application, and does not require installation as such, so you do not need administrator privileges to install it.





	On Windows, expand the .zip archive and move the OMERO.clients folder to your Documents or home directory, or the Programs folder if you have the permissions.





	On a Mac move the OMERO.clients folder to your Applications folder.





Mac users on machines where they are an administrator may be blocked by a warning that OMERO.insight has been prevented from opening as it is from an unidentified developer.
